I have been in Texas public education for  _____ years.  I am writing to let you know that I am worried for our children’s education. It has come to my attention that the state board members are revising the English Language Arts TEKS. I am aware that there were public “experts” brought in June. 

I am consistently amazed that the researchers from the learning disabilities field or educational psychology are now considered the “experts” in language arts. Where are the researchers I read in my professional journals? Why do I not see these “experts” presenting at national and international reading/language arts  conferences? I worry because the board (some of whom are not educators by profession) are hearing only one view point of language arts instruction and are making recommendations to you. Not all of our children have learning disabilities.
I am worried that our children will be receiving a revised curriculum that is so narrow in scope that their communications skills will be stunted to a test-like body of knowledge. 

Please invite those of us who work with children in our schools every day and have used the ELA TEKS to share their opinions. Please ask experts from the language arts field to come make recommendations to you.
